LEASE AGREEMENT
LEASE AGREEMENT dated _________________________ _____, ___________ (“Lease”), by and between the Woman’s Club of Concord, New Hampshire, of 

44 Pleasant Street, Concord, New Hampshire 03301 (the "Lessor"), and _____________________________, with a mailing address of ________________________________(the "Lessee") (both Lessor and Lessee are collectively referred to herein as the “Parties,” or individually as a “Party”).

In consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained, Lessor and Lessee agree as follows:

Section 1.  LEASED PREMISES
The Lessor hereby leases to the Lessee and the Lessee hereby leases from 

the Lessor, subject to the terms and provisions of this Lease, one (1) designated [uncovered][garage covered] parking space located at the Lessor’s premises known as 44 Pleasant Street, Concord, New Hampshire (“Premises”).

Section 2.  TERM/COMMENCEMENT DATE 

This Lease shall commence on ______ _____, _______________ (“Commencement Date”), shall continue for a period of one (1) year, and shall terminate on ________ ___, _____, (the "Term"), unless the Term shall be earlier terminated or renewed.

Section 3. HOLDOVER
Any holding over after the expiration of the term hereof, or of any extended term, shall be construed as a tenancy from month to month, at a monthly rental of [e.g., one hundred twenty percent (120%)] greater than the monthly rental applicable to the rent due for the last month under this Lease.


Section 4.  TERMINATION BY LESSEE 


Each Party shall have the right to terminate the Lease at any time by delivering written notice of termination to the other party at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to termination.

Section 5.  RENT
The Lessee covenants and agrees to pay to the Lessor as rent the monthly amount of __________________________ [Seventy-Five Dollars ($75.00)][Fifty Dollars ($50.00)][Twenty Dollars ($20.00)](“Rent”). Rent shall be paid in equal quarterly installments of ______________on the __________day of each quarter for one (1) year, commencing on _________________ and on the same day of each successive quarter for three (3) quarters. 

Section 6. LATE PAYMENT FEE 

In the event any installment of rent payable to Lessor under this Lease is not 

paid within five calendar days after it is due, then Lessee shall also pay to Lessor as additional rent a late payment fee equal to five percent (5%) of such delinquent rent for each and every month or part thereof that such rent remains unpaid.


Section 7. USE

Unless otherwise approved in writing by the Lessor, the Premises shall be used and occupied exclusively for the purpose of parking a designated vehicle. The Lessee shall be responsible for notifying the Lessor of the registration and plate number of the vehicle to be parked on the Premises. Lessee shall not use or permit the use of the Premises in any manner than the designated use, or in any way that will create waste 

or a nuisance, or that may violate any city or state ordinance.


Section 8.  ASSIGNMENT AND/OR SUBLETTING


Lessee may not assign, pledge, encumber or otherwise transfer its rights under this Lease, or sublet all or any portion of the Premises, without the prior written consent of Lessor.


Section 9.  MAINTENANCE OBLIGATIONS AND SNOWPLOWING

During the Term, the Lessor shall keep the Leased Premises in good order, repair and condition, reasonable wear and tear excepted. [Lessee/Lessor] shall be responsible for all ice and snow removal and sanding, as necessary.


Section 10.  LIABILITY COVERAGE

Prior to Lessee’s use of the Premises, Lessee shall provide Lessor a copy of his or her or its vehicle insurance liability policy, and said policy shall be on terms and in amounts acceptable to Lessor. Lessee agrees to maintain the above-stated insurance coverage policy throughout the Term.  


Section 11. LIABILITY, INDEMNIFICATION, HOLD HARMLESS AND ATTORNEY’S FEES


Lessee shall be responsible for all injuries, including but not limited to personal injuries and damages to property, arising from the use of the Leased Premises by the Lessee, his or her or its agents, employees and guests. Lessee shall indemnify and hold Lessor harmless on all claims arising therefrom, and shall pay Lessor’s reasonable attorney’s fees and expenses arising from any and all such claims.    

Section 12. REMEDIES

In the event of default by the Lessee for failure to make payment of rent within thirty (30) days of its due date, the Lessor may terminate the Lessee’s right to possession of the Leased Premises by any lawful means. In the event Lessor is in default of any of its obligations, then Lessee may terminate this lease upon written notice.


Section 13. PERSONAL PROPERTY LEFT ON PREMISES
Any personal property left by Lessee in or on the Premises after expiration of the term, or upon any sooner termination of this Lease, may be removed from the Premises by Lessor without liability to Lessee or to those claiming under Lessee. Lessor may, at its sole election, sell such goods at public auction or at private sale, on such terms and conditions as to price, payment and otherwise, as Lessor, in its sole judgment, may deem advisable. However, Lessor shall have no obligation to attempt to sell such goods, regardless of their value or apparent marketability. If Lessor has elected to sell the goods as above described, Lessor shall have the right to reimburse itself from the proceeds of any such sale for any sums due Lessor hereunder and shall pay over to Lessee the remaining balance of such sale proceeds, if any. If Lessor elects not to sell such goods as above described, Lessor may, at its sole election, store the goods for the account of Lessee or the owner thereof in any place selected by Lessor, or may permanently dispose of such goods with no obligation to account to Lessee therefor. In any event, Lessee shall be responsible for all costs of removal, storage and/or sale, as applicable.  

Section 14. CUMULATIVE REMEDIES.

No remedy or election hereunder shall be deemed exclusive but shall, wherever possible, be cumulative with all other remedies at law or in equity.

Section 15. TIME OF ESSENCE
Time is of the essence in the performance of all terms and conditions of this Lease.

Section 16. WAIVERS
No waiver of any provision hereof shall be deemed a waiver of any other provision hereof. Consent to or approval of any act by one of the parties hereto shall not be deemed to render unnecessary the obtaining of such party's consent to or approval of any subsequent act. The acceptance of rent hereunder by Lessor or the payment of rent by Lessee shall not be a waiver of any preceding breach by Lessee or by Lessor of any provision hereof, other than the failure of Lessee to pay the particular rent so accepted, regardless of knowledge of such preceding breach at the time of acceptance or payment of such rent.


Section 17.  AMENDMENTS 


This Lease may be modified or amended only by the written mutual consent of the Parties.


Section 18.  APPLICABLE LAW 


This Lease shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Hampshire.

Section 19. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Lease covers in full every agreement of every kind or nature whatsoever between the parties hereto concerning the Premises, and all preliminary negotiations and agreements of whatsoever kind or nature are merged herein. No representations 
or promises whatsoever have been made with respect to the Premises, except those contained herein; and no other person, firm or corporation has at any time had any authority from either party to make any representations or promises on behalf of that party, and the parties expressly agree that if any such representations or promises 
have been made by others, the parties hereby waive all right to rely thereon. No oral agreement or implied covenant shall be held to vary the provisions hereof, notwithstanding any statute, law or custom to the contrary.
